RETAINING YOUR PERSONAL INFORMATION

SHARING YOUR INFORMATION
If your child is successful and is awarded a badge, their name might be disclosed to the public. Their first name, age and their work may appear on the 
show or website.  /// The BBC process your (and your child’s) personal data such as name, date of birth, telephone number and address for the 
purposes of administering the badge awarding process. The BBC will share the personal data with a third party (Print.UK.com) to process the Blue 
Peter badge card which is needed (together with the badge) to gain free entry into Blue Peter Badge Attractions. Print.UK.com will store the data in 
accordance with the BBC’s instructions and will delete it once the Badge Card has been produced.
