You must also send a recent photo of yourself and answer the questions below. 
IF YOU WANT TO APPLY, YOU MUST FIRST GET PERMISSION! 
· Make sure you have permission from your parent or guardian before sending us your details and application. 
· All art submitted must be your own art work. 
· All contact numbers that you give must be for a parent or guardian aged 18 or over. 
· You must be a UK resident (including residents of the Channel Islands and the Isle of Man) 
· You must let us know if you are a close relative of any BBC employee. 
· You must be aged between 10 and 14 years old on September 1st 2022. 
What to do next 
· Answer the questions below to tell us about yourself & your art. 
· Get your parent or guardian to fill out their details and to email us your answers, 3 photographs of your art & a recent photograph of yourself. 
The application deadline is Sunday the 20th of March 2022. 
Although we will consider every application, we won’t be able to get back to everyone. If you haven’t heard from us by 22nd April 2022 then your application has not been successful on this occasion.

Britain’s Best Young Artist Series 2 - Privacy Notice
Your trust is very important to us. This means the BBC is committed to protecting the privacy and security of your personal data. It is important that you read this notice so that you are aware of how and why we are using such personal data. This privacy notice describes how we collect and use personal data about you during and after your relationship with us, in accordance with data protection law.  
About BBC Children’s Production Ltd  
BBC Children’s Productions Ltd is fully owned by the British Broadcasting Corporation (the BBC), the largest broadcasting organisation in the world. BBC Children’s 
Productions Ltd is responsible for producing Britain’s Best Young Artist for the BBC. 
Why are we doing this and how can your child participate? 
Britain’s Best Young Artist is looking for enthusiastic, hardworking and creative 10-14 year olds who are amazing at art in any discipline. For your child to apply to take part we are asking them to select three of their favourite pieces of art that they have done and tell us about what inspires them as an artist. The art work should be photographed and sent to our bbya@bbc.co.uk email address along with a recent photo of the child and their written answers to the questions about their art. 
If your child is successful, the programme will be available online and/or on demand,  and your child’s contribution may be used again in a future broadcast.  The BBC will also use your child’s contribution for promotional purposes on its social media sites.  
What personal data will the BBC collect and how will we use it? 
BBC Children’s Productions Ltd will collect the personal data detailed below for the purposes of producing ‘Britain’s Best Young Artist Series 2’: 
· To recruit and select potential contestants for the second series of Britain’s Best Young Artist; 
· To contact you if your child is successful during the application and selection process; 
· To potentially invite your child to a recorded video call as part of the ongoing selection process;  
· To inform you about the development and production of the show, if your child is shortlisted to appear; 
· To apply for a child performance licence if your child will be appearing on the programme; 
· If your child is selected to appear, to input their first name and your email address into the Silvermouse diversity monitoring system for Diamond, in order to monitor diversity in UK television; 
· To give your child the best experience during the selection process and recording, such as arranging any special medical or access requirements for Zoom auditions and later, if successful, during the filming of the programme. 
There are two types of personal data: personal data and special category data. Special category data is still personal data, but its processing by the BBC requires the BBC to follow additional compliance steps. 
Personal data about the participating child 
· full name  
· nickname (if your child has one) 
· date of birth 
· the name of your nearest town 
· photos of your child’s art 
· recent photo of your child 
· responses to our application questions which contain the child’s personal story/experience, opinion and hobbies 
Personal data about the participating child’s parent/guardian 
· full name 
· email address 
· contact number 
· parent/guardian’s comment/opinion to support the child’s application 
Other information we will ask for as part of the application process includes upcoming holiday or other commitments during the filming period. 
If your child’s application is to be taken further, we may wish to hold a video call which will be recorded to allow us to select suitable Britain’s Best Young Artist participants.  
Special category data 
It is possible  BBC Children’s Productions Ltd will also collect and process special category data depending on the content of your child’s submission to take part in Britain’s Best Young Artist . This might include for example:  
· Racial or ethnic origin   
· Health information

Who is the Data Controller? 
BBC Children’s Productions Ltd is the “data controller” of your personal data. This means that BBC Children’s Productions Ltd decides what your personal data is used for, and the ways in which it is processed. Your and your child’s personal data will be collected and processed solely for the purposes set out in this privacy notice. As the data controller, BBC Children’s Productions Ltd has the responsibility to comply, and to demonstrate compliance with, data protection law.   
Lawful basis for processing your personal data  
The legal basis on which BBC Children’s Productions Ltd processes both your and your child’s personal data is its legitimate interests in producing and developing content, as well as administering the production of that content. Where we process your and your child’s personal data for our legitimate interests, we will carefully consider any impact on you/your child and will not use your/child’s personal data where such impact overrides our interests. 
When BBC Children’s Productions Ltd processes any of the special category of personal data listed in this privacy notice, this is on the basis of substantial public interest to identify or keep under review the existence or absence of equality of opportunity and treatment with specific demographic characteristics, and to enable BBC Children’s Productions Ltd to promote and maintain such equality of opportunity and treatment.  
Retaining your personal data 
We will retain the personal data collected via the application form until 11 March 2023 after which it will be deleted. Recordings of any video calls will be retained until 11 March 2023 before deletion. 
If your child is selected and appears in Britain’s Best Young Artist programme, their personal data and footage will be retained and archived by the BBC in perpetuity for journalistic purposes.    
The personal data collected will be stored within the UK, the EEA and the US. If your information is processed outside the EEA, we will ensure that it is protected to the same standards as if it was being processed within the EEA by putting in place contracts with our service providers that provides adequate safeguards. 
Do we share your personal data with Third Parties? 
The BBC Children’s Productions Ltd works with our approved suppliers who help us to provide some of our services. We currently use third party data storage providers to store your data and a third party platform to host video/audio calls. These third party data processors only use your personal data on behalf of the BBC and not independently of the BBC.   
The BBC Children’s Productions Ltd may also share your personal data with a third party where required or permissible by law.

You have the right to ask that we transfer the personal data to you and your child to another organisation, in certain circumstances.
